Wet Bulb Hygrometer

Materials:

Thermometers (2)
Cotton shoelace or string
Small beaker

Water

Tape

Index Card

Procedure:

Step 1
Fold an index card into thirds to make a table.
Step 2
Loosely tape two thermometers to the card / table.
Step 3
Frey the end of the shoelace or string and loosely wrap it around the bulb of one
thermometer.
Step 4
Fill the beaker with water and place it next to the thermometers.
Step 5
Trim the excess shoelace or string off so that it is just long enough to dip most of the
way into the water filled beaker.

Step 6

Using the included table, calculate the relative humidity.
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Wet Bulb reads °C lower than Dry Bulb
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
